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Approving a diplomatic, negotiated solution to the situation in Iran, Sanctions are not the preferred option.

Reaffirming Resolutions 1803 of 03 March 2008, and 1853 of 19 December 2008,

Deeply disturbed over the situations current impasse which has posed a threat to global security and the resilience of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty,

Taking note of the role of the IAEA in safeguarding world peace and security,

Further deploring Iran’s consistent failure to adhere to previous UN Security Council resolution,

Reminds member states of the success of sanctions against states such as Libya, and Iraq in prevention of nuclear capabilities,

Recognising the right of Iran to sources of energy other than oil and gas,
Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter, 
1. (A) Calls upon all member states to condemn the continued enrichment of uranium in Iran as long as Iran fails to convincingly proof its solely peaceful purposes;  

(B)Requests that Iran cease to launch aggressive rhetorical attacks through any means which have halted process in the situation so far;
2.(A) Emphasizes the importance of enforcing previous security Council resolutions;
(B) Demands that all member states carry out economic sanctions upon Iran which target the ruling class, which would include senior figures within the Revolutionary Guard, and the Government as a whole with immediate effect if the following conditions are not met;

(i)Full compliance with the IAEA, which will be supported with facilitated assistance through the UNDESA and UNDP,

(ii)EITHER The acceptance of a multi lateral fuel cycle, which involves a partnership of nations overseen by the IAEA on Iranian soil, with Iranian fuel reactors,

(iii)OR An exchange program for low grade Iranian enriched Uranium to be swapped for Russian and French high grade Uranium;
 (C)sanctions are a last option, they're not the preferred option;

3. Expresses its appreciation of the importance of Iranian natural resources to member states;

4. Further invites continued negotiations regarding non proliferation, and the nuclear exchange program, with a mediator present between the P5/the quartet and the Islamic Republic of Iran;

5.(A) Expresses its hope that Iran will co-operate with these negotiations with the quartet and the UN, if necessary with a mutually agreed mediator;

 6. Calls for the IAEA to analyse whether advances have been made through negotiations, and advise the Security Council of any further action which may be required;

7. Accepts member states suggestions to alter the Resolution in a positive and productive manner;

8. Decides to remain actively seized of this matter.
