Noting with concern the difficult situation of the people of Honduras,

Deeply concerned with the reports, concerning Human rights violations, coming in from Human Rights Watch and Amnesty International, 

Recognising the debate surrounding the legitimacy of the current government of Honduras,

Determined to remained seized on the matter,

Further observing the full ability of the government of Honduras to serve its people,

1. Urges the UN Security Council to ask Honduras to invite a UN sponsored fact finding mission under Chapter VI of the UN Charter with the aims of


a, Investigating any claims of Human Rights violations during and after the change of 
government


b, recommending possible solutions to improve the adherence to universally accepted 
Human Rights

2. Explicitly limits the scope of this resolution to the case of Honduras
