Students can ONLY apply once during the academic year. Applications must be submitted before any event, competition, accommodation fee or item has been purchased.
Approval will be conditional on your application demonstrating that it:
· will deliver positive opportunities towards engagement, experiences, or wellbeing
· will enable new or continued involvement within a student group, activity, or event
· will be partly funded by the student or other funds available
